Physics Honors

All assignments must have your name, date, class period, and assignment on the top of the paper. Assignments should be legible. If I can’t read it, it’s wrong. When giving numerical answers, attention should be paid to significant figures and units. You need to show your work at all times. Circle your final answers. This is a science class; all answers must be metric unless specifically indicated otherwise.

Vocabulary Assignments: These assignments come from the end of each chapter of your book. You are expected to fully define each term in complete sentences. The term needs to be underlined. 

Review Questions and Think & Explain Questions: These questions come from the end of each chapter of your book. Answers should be given in complete sentences. They should also be thorough.

Plug & Chug, Think & Solve, and Appendix Questions:  These are the math related questions from your book. You must show your work!

Practice Exercises and Worksheets: These are handouts I give you. Generally you will need to show your work on the back of these sheets or on a separate sheet of paper.

Research Papers and Article Summaries: These are assigned anywhere from one week to one month in advance. These assignments must be typed and spell checked. When these are assigned, you will be given more detailed information as to the format required.

Quarter Projects:  These are assigned approximately 4 weeks in advance. These generally require both a building component and a written component. The rubric and specific details will be distributed upon assignment.

As a reminder, all homework is due immediately upon your entrance to class. It must be in my basket when the bell rings or it will not be graded. I DO NOT ACCEPT LATE WORK!
