1. How did West Africans react to the end of the Atlantic slave trade?

2. After the establishment of the British East India Company (EIC) in 1600, it took Great Britain over 250 years to gain complete control of India. Explain how Britain extended its control there.

3. The rebellion of 1857-1858 was a turning point in the history of modern India. Discuss the effects of political reform, industrialism, and nationalism in the years following 1858 and their role in creating the modern Indian state.

4. By the middle of the nineteenth century, the nature and size of Britain’s overseas empire had changed dramatically. Describe the changes that took place between 1750 and 1850, using the eastern part of the empire as an example. Include Australia and New Zealand in your answer, and explain why those colonies were unusual in this period.

5. After the freeing of their slaves, how did British and other plantation colonies fill their needs for labor? Where did the laborers come from? Be as specific as possible.
