What are we going to cover?

   Pre-calculus Honors will prepare you for Calculus BC next year.  We will cover a variety of topics including conics, series, trig, logs, and a lot of calculus.
What am I expected to have in class every day?

  All students are expected to have a notebook, writing utensil, assignment planner, textbook covered with a book sock or paper, and a graphing calculator.  The recommended graphing calculator is the Ti-83+ or Ti-84+.

What do you expect of me?

  I expect all of my students to be in class when the bell rings.  Rules will be enforced in accordance with the handbook.  I also expect all students to give their best effort every day.

What are your policies on homework?

  I believe that practice is essential in order to learn mathematics.  Therefore, homework will be assigned almost every day.  Success in this course will depend largely on keeping up with the homework.  With that being said, homework will not be checked on a daily basis.  20% of your quarter grade will consist of on-line homework quizzes.  The questions will be similar to homework questions.
When will we take quizzes?

  Generally there is 1 quiz halfway through each unit.  These quizzes typically cover 3-4 sections of the unit.  Quizzes constitute 30% of your quarter grade.

How about tests?

  Tests will be given at the end of each unit.  Tests will be announced well in advance to allow adequate time to prepare.  Tests make up 50% of your quarter grade.

Do you offer retakes?

  Students may retake up to 1 test per quarter.  The test scores are averaged.  Retakes may be taken under the following conditions:

· They will not be given during class time

· Retakes must be taken within two weeks of receiving the graded test back

· Arrangements must me made with me in advance

How is my quarter grade calculated?

· Tests – 50%

· Quizzes – 30%

· Homework quizzes – 20%

How is the semester grade calculated?

· Final Exam – 20%
