“Passport to the USA”
Why do people travel to other states? Let’s find out!

You will pick a state out of a hat and that state will become yours!! You will research, design, and create a travel brochure for your state. You will pretend you are the State Tourism Director and you are in charge of designing this year's Travel Brochure of your state. Your job will be to encourage people to visit your state. Much of the research and typing will be done in class.
We will hold a “Passport to the USA Convention” at the end of the school year. You will be the Tourism Director for your state at your state’s booth. You will greet visitors (students from our class as well as any parents who might attend the ‘convention’). You will have on display your travel brochure and any other items that you may wish to include (i.e. Food and drinks, pictures/post cards, state flag, produce, and etc.) You may also ‘dress up’ as your state. I have a BIG BOOK of all kinds of ideas. You may ‘sign out’ the book at any time, if desired.

I. The First Part – The Written Report

You will collect 2 resources for information about the state you are assigned. One source must be a book, and the other may be an Internet site. Use the provided “Note-Taking Sheet” (and extra index cards, if needed) to be sure you include all facts and information required for a passing grade. Write a rough draft paragraph for each section on a separate sheet of paper. We will begin typing the rough draft paragraphs in computer class.
The Written Report will include the following:

1. Note-taking Sheet and/or Index Cards

2. Rough Draft paragraphs

3. Bibliography: A list of resources used (See “How To Compile A Bibliography” Handout)

II. The Second Part – The Travel Brochure
You will begin the assembly of the travel brochures in class with Mrs. Walker. (She has the ‘BIG’ paper). After the initial set up, you will take the brochure home and creatively produce your brochure with the information you have researched. 
The Travel Brochure will include the following:

1. Introduction: A ‘catchy’ introduction for your state.

2. State Map & Key: You will include the capital, major cities, major water forms, major landforms and major tourist places. Be sure to show a map key. Show a map scale and receive extra credit! You may print off a map from a computer and mark the places.

3. State Symbols: You will draw or include a picture of each symbol, and include your short descriptions for each. You can include extra state symbols for a higher score. Pictures may be printed off a computer.
4. Paragraphs: The 6 areas you covered with your research: Climate and physical features; Economy, Industry, and Natural Resources; State History; Things to See and Do; and Interesting Information.

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  How to Compile a Bibliography[image: image2.png]



Proper form for bibliographies is important in a research report. The following are bibliographical samples for you to follow. These forms are based, with some revisions, on several basic sources. As styles for citing electronic works, such as CD-ROMs and information taken from the Internet, are evolving, you may have other examples, please, for consistency, follow this print out as best as you can. Thank you.

1. For each source listed, begin first line at margin and indent each line that follows. 

2. Follow punctuation of the examples exactly. 

3. If you cannot find some information, such as author or place of publication, just leave it out. 

4. Arrange all sources in one list, alphabetically by first word, which will generally be either the author's last name or the first important word of the title. 

PRINT SOURCES

Book with one author:

1. Author, last name first. 

2. Title of book. (underlined) 

3. City of publication: 

4. Publisher, date of publication.
