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Pouch Pals (Over the Chair Organizers)

To provide storage space for folders, binders, and other supplies that won’t fit inside a child’s desk, make backpacks for student chairs using a simple bath towel.
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Each pouch is made as follows:

1. Fold up the bottom third of a bath towel
2. Fold the top third down over the bottom third

3. Stitch the sides so the pouch is one to two inches wider than the chair back.

Once the towel is turned right side out, it’s ready to slip in place!
