What: 
4th graders will prepare and present two oral reports a year, one standard and one requiring more detail.
When:
During oral report classes, several students will present their oral reports to the class. Cards are kept in the library listing the student's name, class, report date, book title; and author.

The report should be divided into six parts (at least 6 index cards):

1. Title of the book, author of the book, and genre of the book.
2. An introduction including time and place

3. An event from the beginning of the book. 

4. An event from the middle of the book. 

5. An event from the end of the book. 

6. The student's favorite part of the book. This must not be a repeat from the other events already discussed.

NB: If you are choosing to ‘be’ a character, the report must be in “First Person” format. IE. Use “I” words and show emotion and feelings.

Length:
The report should be times between one and two minutes.  Grades will be lowered when reports are too long or too short.

Write the following on a separate index card and hand to the teacher:
