Novel Projects for First Quarter

Project due: Friday, Oct. 16, 2009

1.  WRITE THE DIARY A MAIN CHARACTER MIGHT HAVE WRITTEN. Imagine you are the person in your book. Write a diary for a few days or weeks as she or he would have done. Create an attractive cover and make it look like a diary.  Doodles, stickers, or other embellishments are encouraged. 

2.  WRITE A REPORT OF RELATED INFORMATION ABOUT ONE TOPIC OR PERSON IN THE BOOK. For example, if your story is about kids that are deserted on an island, you could write a report on wilderness survival skills.  Organization and proper grammar are expected.  Two-page minimum, typed. IMPORTANT: All written material must be original!  Copied work is plagiarism and will get you a “0” for your grade on the project.

3.  MAKE A NEW BOOK JACKET. The front cover should include an attractive picture or cover design, but not a printed picture of the original!  On the back cover, include an original summary of the book.  On the front inside flap, include information on the author and illustrator.  On the back inside flap, write information about other books by the author.  All info that is not an illustration will be typed. IMPORTANT: All written material must be original!  Copied work is plagiarism and will get you a “0” for your grade on the project.

4.  CONVERT A BOOK INTO A PUPPET SHOW. Make simple puppets (stick puppets, finger puppets, paper bag puppets, and so on) or complex puppets (marionettes) and present the story or an exciting scene from it.   Seven-minute minimum.  Script for characters required, typed.  Puppet show may be performed live or taped and authored as a DVD.

Typed portion of project must be:
