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Prewriting 

ÅIdentify your reading audience, the person or 

people for whom you are writing.

ÅDefine your purpose, or reason for writing.

ÅChoose one topic to focus on in your writing.

ÅGather and organize information about your 

topic.

ÅAt this stage, you begin to turn your prewriting ideas 

into a smooth flowing work of writing.

ÅAt this time, it is best to write freely, not worrying 

about errors in grammar or mechanics.  

ÅIf you find as you write that your prewriting plan 
does not work as you had hoped, you can go back 
to the prewriting stage and collect more information 

or make changes in your plan.

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Revising

ÅReview your essay for mistakes ïcheck the 

information, the organization, and the language in 

the draft to see if it is appropriate to your 

audience and to your purpose for writing.

ÅMake all necessary changes and improvements.

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Proofreading

ÅAt this stage, correct errors in 

capitalization, punctuation, grammar, and 

spelling.

This is where the writing for your FCAT 

essay ends.
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Final Draft

ÅThis is the final stage of the writing process.

ÅThe writer takes all the information and edit 

marks from the stages three and four on the 

rough draft and writes the paper over.

ÅThe writer will produce a new and final draft of 

the paper without mistakes.

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Steps to Remember when 

Writing Expository & Persuasive Essays

1. Use a hook - ñGrab your audienceò

2. Write a solid thesis statement. This is your road map to a great 
essay.

3. Use at least three supporting ideas ïtry to incorporate at least 
one character trait!

4. Use high-quality transitions to begin each body paragraph. 

5. End each paragraph with a justifier sentence.

6. Make sure your purpose for writing has been accomplished ï
follow your thesis statement!

7. Concludeéthis is as important as your opening.

8. Use the writing processé  make sure you edit and revise your 
writing!
