Welcome!  I am so excited about the upcoming year!  This syllabus will give you an overview of what to expect in my class this year.  You may also check my webpage to see what is happening weekly in my class!  If you have any questions, please feel free to call or email!


In 7th grade English, we will be covering the 8 parts of speech, as well as the writing process, spelling, capitalization, and punctuation. 

Projects:  We will do several projects this year, but two to look out for are the Explanatory Writing project during the 2nd nine weeks and a research project in the 3rd/4th nine weeks.


Spelling: words will be given every other week.  Students will have a chance to take a pre-test the first week the words are given.  If a student passes the pre-test with a 100%, they will be exempt from the final test and given a “pass” on the spelling assignment for the next week.  Those who do not receive a 100% on the pre-test will be required to do the assignment and take the final test the following week.  I have also added a link to SpellingCity.com on my website.  Please encourage your child to do the activities listed there. I will be offering extra credit opportunities for those students who take the practice tests.

Homework:  I very rarely assign homework.  However, if a student does not finish his/her work in class, he/she will be required to complete at home and return the next class day.  



Late Work: Any work NOT turned in at the beginning of class on the due date will be considered late.
