· What is the primary influence you are investigating?
· What will your research reveal?

	Section 5
Review of research
	· This section summarizes your research. You may include a research paper in this section; however, it should not dominate the aesthetics of your poster. 
· A graph or chart explaining your data.
· Pictures or drawings of your research.
· A few paragraphs summarizing what you found.

	Section 6
Conclusion
	· Complete sentence describing how you fulfilled your purpose.
· A few paragraphs explaining what you have learned, how other people can learn from your research.
· A description of how your data supports your purpose.
· An application to put your results into a real situation.
