HISTORICAL FICTION BOOK REPORT 
Historical fiction selections are books based upon real events which took place in the past, and may have real or fictitious characters. The conversations within the book are fiction. Some of the events in the books may "stretch the truth." Your historical fiction selection should be a chapter book with at least a fourth/fifth grade reading level.

1. Cover page: Include a drawing of your story, the title of the book, the author and your name.
2. Table of contents
3. Page one: Explain why this book fits into the genre of historical fiction. What is historical fiction? How does this book fit into historical fiction?
4. Describe the setting. Using general terms, tell when and where it happened. This is a critical part of historical fiction. 

5. Page two: Write about the main characters. Write important things about them. How does the setting affect the main characters? Write how the character would be different if the character lived now.

6. Write about the problem in the book. Write how the action would be different if the story had taken place now. If your story was about slavery, the holocaust, or something that is not happening now, ask your parents if there is a place in the world where this awful thing is still happening. You may also write about how the main problem in the book affected how things are right now.

7. Find four words that are typical of the time period and would not be used often now. List each word with its meaning.

8. On a scale of 1-10, with 10 being the best, rate the book. Explain why you would or would not recommend this book to a friend.

You will be graded according to the following criteria:
Provide vivid details to paint a picture in the reader's mind
Followed the instructions (format and content):
This means that everything you write will be on the correct page and that you have included all the necessary information.

Clarity and continuity of thought: 
This means that your ideas are presented in logical order and are easy to understand.

Paragraph form:
This means that you have separate paragraphs for each new idea, you have used a topic sentence for each new paragraph, and sentences are complete and include correct punctuation. New paragraphs should be indented. You should use one inch margins.

Spelling: Check your spelling before handing in the report.

Neatness:
Any corrections on the final draft should be done neatly.
