BYLAWS OF THE

Cypress Bay Wrestling Booster Club

Article 1

Name
The name of this organization shall be the Cypress Bay High School Wrestling Booster Club.
Article 2

Purpose
The Club will engage in fund raising activities to help meet the financial needs of the wrestling program and to promote the sport of wrestling among school age students.
Article 3

Membership
All parents and supporters of Cypress Bay Wrestling shall be entitled to membership provided they pay an annual fee of $20.00 per family.
Article 4

Meetings
At each of the general meeting there will be a written agenda that includes but is not limited to the following:

Article 6

Description of Officers Duties
President: The president shall: 

(a) Coordinate the work of the officers and committees of this organization.

(b) Preside at all executive board and general meetings.

(c) Serve as the official representative of the organization.

(d) Ensure all newsletters, fliers, and/or notices are approved by the Head Coach, prior to distribution.

(e) Have all contracts and/or legally binding documents approved by the organization prior to any two elected officers signing such document.

(f) Perform all duties incident to the office and such other duties as provided in these bylaws or as may be prescribed by the executive board.

(g) Prepare an end - of - year report to aid the incoming new president.
Vice President:  In the absence of the President, the V.P. shall perform all the duties of the President, with the same authority as the President.
(a) Prepare an end - of - year report to aid the  
incoming new vice president.
 Secretary:   The secretary shall:
(a) Keep the minutes at all general, executive board and  special meetings as well as be responsible for all communications and notices of meetings to the officers and members.
(b) Serve as custodian of the organizational records.

(c) Keep a record of all income and expenditures as reported by the treasurer.
(d) Maintain a current copy of the bylaws.

(e) Perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the executive board.
(f) Prepare an end – of –year report aid the new incoming secretary.
Treasurer #1: The Treasurer shall:
(a) Receive and retain a copy of the deposit slip for all deposits made on behalf of the club.

(b) Secure two signatures on all checks as provided for in these bylaws.

(c) Keep an accurate record of receipts and disbursements in a ledger which shall be a permanent record of this booster club.

(d) Keep the membership informed of the income and expenditures as they relate to the budget adopted by the club. 

(e) Present a statement of account at every meeting of the organization and the executive board and at other times as requested by the club.

(f) Deposits must be made within 4 business days of receiving the money.

(g) Provide an annual financial report to the organization which includes gross receipts and disbursements for the year.                                                                        

(h) Perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the executive board. 

(i) Prepare an - end  - of - year report for incoming treasurer.

Treasurer #2: 

(a) Shall be present when all money is counted.

(b) Give a receipt of all monies received, keeping an accurate account thereof, and deposit in a bank approved by the   executive board, and give a copy of the deposit slip to the treasurer.  

(c) Perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the executive board.

(d) Prepare an end – of – year report to aid new incoming treasure #2.
Article 7

Term of  Office
(a) The term of office shall be June 1 to May 31, or until such time as successor is elected. 

(b) Nominations for officers will be made at least 30 days prior to the May meeting.  The elections will take place annually at the normally scheduled May meeting.
Article 8
Removal of Officer

 
In the event that 3/5’s of the current executive board and head coach determines, at their sole discretion, that an officer is not fulfilling the responsibilities of the office as prescribed in the bylaws, or has engaged in conduct which the executive board determines to be injurious to the club or its purposes, the executive board may, by a three-fifth affirmative vote, take such action as it determines appropriate, including removal of the officer from any position on the executive board.

   Article 9

Voting Rights
All members of Cypress Bay High School Wrestling Club in attendance shall be entitled to one vote in matters that come before The Club.

Article 10

Standing Committees
Finance fundraising operations. Executive Board
(a) The Executive Board shall consist of the officers of the club; the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer #1 & Treasurer #2.

(c) The Executive Board may be convened as deemed necessary by the President.

(d) At least 4 of the 5 members must be present in order to take actions on behalf of the executive board.
Fundraising Committee
(a) The Fundraising Committee will plan and present fundraising activities to the general membership for approval.

(b) The Fundraising Committee will act as a steering committee to plan and execute approved fundraising activities.
Publicity Committee
(a) The Publicity Committee is responsible for making our team recognized in our community.
(b) Writes articles and submits photographs to local newspapers.
Sunshine Committee
The Sunshine Committee will send thank you, sympathy, get well cards and other similar types of communications on behalf of the club.

Banquet Committee
(a) The Banquet Committee will coordinate the annual awards banquet.

(b) Coordinate invitations, budget, setup, take down and food for the annual banquet.

Video Committee
The Video Committee shall videotape each wrestler’s matches so the coaches and team can view them.
Historian Committee
The Historian Committee will track all the past wrestlers and their accomplishments and maintain a permanent club record of each season’s accomplishments.
Article 11
Capital and Uses
(a) The Club shall raise capital for the wrestling team.  The amount of capital will vary from year to year.

(b) Funds raised by The Club may be used for but not limited to:
· Banquet and special awards as approved by the club membership.

· General operating expenses of The Club.
· Tournament fees and accommodation for tournaments as a supplement, to the school’s athletic budget as approved by the club membership.

· Purchasing gear and equipment as a supplement to the school’s athletic budget as approved by the club membership.

· Other Wrestling related costs as approved by the club membership.
