WHAT YOU NEED FOR CLASS (Assignments on back)
Must have * no later than Monday September 14.
Highly suggested for class (*= Required) 
1. *Pen and Pencil (#2).  Should be in notebook at all times

a. Pen should be blue or black ink. Please NO purple, pink, green.  Two pens means that one will always work.

2. *School Login for your computer (this was sent to you in the mail).  Put this somewhere in your notebook.

3. USB drive – Use to save data from projects, you cannot save on the computer. ($14.00 - $25.00

4. *Binder 1.5 inches . view binder

5. *Note taking paper (must be in notebook 20 or more sheets, preferably lined)

6. *Calculator ($8-10.00) – Physics K only, but not a bad idea for Bio J
While I have some pens and pencils, once they “run out” I don’t replace them.  If you get a binder with pockets, keep a pen and pencil FOR THIS CLASS in the binder.  Then you always have them
I strongly recommend a USB drive that you use for all your school work.  Keep a folder on the drive for each course.  If you are doing research on a group project, or collecting data via computer, or even doing homework, it allows you to save a copy of your work from the school computer to your drive and you don’t have to “log in” to the network to retrieve saved files.

This year I am requiring a 1.5 inch binder with a clear plastic “cover” on the front and pockets.  The notebook with the D rings means that you can store more in a smaller notebook without the pages ripping.  Pockets inside the covers allow you to keep a log for your homework, and a pocket for “to do” and “completed”.

Last year, there were a few students that “never had paper”.  It is not fair to ask your classmates to supply paper for you to take notes.  My room has only “copy paper” (no lines, no holes).  Get 3 hole punch paper and you will stay organized.

Calculator:  You should always have a small, basic calculator.  This way, you can always calculate a grade, do a quick calculation, etc.  Physics K students MUST have a calculator (small basic one) and you can keep it in class. We will label it.  You will be the only ones using your calculators.  Lack of calculator will result in a point loss of one point for each day your calculator is missing.  Over the course of a marking period (9 weeks), this means you could be docked 36 points (a small test) each marking period for not having a calculator.  This is the equivalent of ONE letter grade.
