
Book trailers are an excellent 
way of combing technology in 

your reading/ELA class.  

 

Instead of having students write 
about the book they are reading 
have them produce a trailer 
using clip art and photography 
with PhotoStory3 (a software 
found on all student laptops in 

the district). 

 

To start, show students sample 
book trailer. You can find quite 
a few on this site - http://
www.booktrailersforreaders.com/ 
Then read students a simple 
story (Three Little Pigs) and 
have them work in small groups 
to create a trailer using no 

more then ten pieces of 
clipart. Have children nar-
rate and present their fin-
ished trailers to the class. 
Try it with several simple 

read a louds.  

 

The object is to release 
students to create trailers 
on their own by giving 
them several opportunities 

to practice and learn.
