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B8	What is the best calendar for the district staff, student and parents?

RESOLUTION (11/17/09): 
The District would like to see a change to evening conferences to provide greater access for teachers and parents to communicate.  The association collected survey information from middle school teachers.  The survey indicated a slight preference for middle school continuing to hold conferences on a split day/evening schedule.  The board/administration cited parent/teacher conference attendance numbers, for October 29 (evening) & 30 (day), were higher during the evening session at all four middle schools.  The association cited that a survey distributed to parents may help to clarify a greater preference one way or the other.  The board/administration cited that a 7 period day may be approved through this negotiations process.  If so, a significant number of elective and core subject area sections will be added to the master schedule.  As such, a greater need for parent/teacher access to conferences will be presented.  

The sub-committee is resolved to recommend that the current parent/teacher conference schedule remain in effect for the 2010-2011 school year.  The sub-committee is also resolved to recommend that calendar negotiations for the 2011-2012 school year be postponed until more information is available regarding the master schedule and parent preferences for conference window scheduling.







T2	What is the best calendar to meet the needs of the educational community of the Fort Zumwalt School District?

RESOLUTION (11/17/09): 
The sub-committee developed two calendar options for 2010-2011. The sub-committee agreed on all essential components of the two 2010-2011 calendar options and agreed to put them forward to teachers at large through the medium of surveymonkey.com.  The sub-committee agreed to open the survey window from 11/9/09 through 11/13/09 at noon.  The sub-committee met on 11/17/09 to review the results and select a final calendar to put forward for full negotiations committee consideration on 11/20/09.  The sub-committee has resolved to recommend the Draft 2 calendar option to the full negotiations committee on 11/20/09.

On 11/2/09, the sub-committee resolved to postpone the endorsement of calendar options for the 2011-2012 school year.

RESOLUTION (11/17/09):
Members of the sub-committee have resolved that due to the limitation of calendar days (174) a fall break would not be feasible to include in the Fort Zumwalt School District general calendar.

T3	Is Memorial Day Weekend the best option for graduation in the Fort Zumwalt education community?

RESOLUTION (11/17/09):  
The calendar sub-committee members agree that the Family Arena is the best available venue for Fort Zumwalt graduation ceremonies.  The members of the sub-committee recognize that moving graduation ceremonies away from Memorial Day weekend is not feasible at this time.

The association understands that administrators have an obligation to coordinate supervision for the graduation event.  This requires that teachers be asked directly whether they will attend graduation.  The association would appreciate it if language could be included in the sub-committee notes to state that attending the graduation ceremony is “encouraged, but not required.”
