The school year is off to a great start, with an 
excitement unique to the first weeks. For some 
students there is comfort in returning to a famil-
iar place, while for others there is a mix of 
emotions as they begin their first year at St. 
Francis. Remember, being new takes time!   

We are excited to tell you about a wonderful 
program we will be beginning this fall. All stu-
dents in JK-8th grade will work with a facilita-
tor from Peace Education Program. Peace Edu-
cation is a local organization that has been 
working since 1982 to help children resolve 
conflict constructively and accept responsibility 
for their actions. 

Our ultimate goal is to strengthen our St. Fran-
cis community by training our students and 
faculty to build and sustain positive relation-
ships. Students will learn and practice these 
skills through songs and cooperative games. 
Children in JK-6 will meet with a facilitator for 
four weekly sessions. Students in 7-8 will be 
trained in peer mediation skills and become 
empowered to solve their own conflicts. It is 
our goal that over time these students will also 
be able to act as mediators for younger students 
in our Middle School.  

The theme of community building will 
continue through the year; we will provide you 
with updates as school progresses. If you have 
any questions about Peace Education or would 
like to share information about your child, 
please contact us.

Dear Parents, 
 
As part of the information our schools provide to you concerning student and school health 
issues, St. Francis School is making you aware of a potentially fatal bacterial infection that 
strikes teenagers and college students at a higher rate than other age groups. This information 
will give you the facts about the disease and help you take precautions to prevent your child 
from becoming ill with meningococcal disease. 
 
Meningococcal disease, commonly known as meningitis, can be misdiagnosed as something 
less serious because early symptoms are similar to those of influenza or other common viral 
illnesses. Symptoms include high fever, headache, nausea and stiff neck.  
 
The disease can come on quickly and may cause death or permanent disability (brain damage, 
organ failure, loss of hearing and limb amputation) within hours of the first symptoms. Al-
though the disease is rare, it can be prevented through vaccination. 
 
Meningococcal disease is spread by air droplets and direct contact with secretions from in-
fected persons, through coughing without covering the mouth and kissing. Teenagers and 
college students can reduce the risk of contracting the disease through immunization and by 
not sharing personal items such as food utensils, water bottles and drinking glasses.  
 
A safe and effective vaccine is available to protect against four of the five strains of bacteria 
that cause meningococcal disease. Although teens and college students are at greater risk for 
contracting the disease, up to 83 percent of the cases in this age group may be prevented 
through immunization. 
 
For those teenagers who have not been previously vaccinated, the U.S. Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention (CDC) recommends immunization at high school entry and for all 
incoming college freshmen who will live in dormitories (only one shot required). Until vac-
cine supplies increase, the CDC recommends deferring immunization for 11 and 12 year olds.
