Rules and Guidelines

My Commitment to You

My commitment to you as a teacher is to provide a positive learning environment to help you perform at your best. To do that, I will work hard to make my expectations clear, to give you an opportunity to ask questions and get help, and to give you timely feedback so that you can improve your work.

Rules

1. In your seat, materials out, working on the Do Now by 2 minutes after the bell.

2. Stay in your seat until Dr. Fisanick dismisses the class. You are not to jump up at or before the bell or begin packing up early.
3. No talking or other disruptive behavior when the teacher is talking or another student is answering or presenting. No derogatory comments or foul language.

4. No food or drink in class.
5. No cell phones or other electronic devices in class. If they are seen or heard they will be confiscated and sent to the office after a first warning.
Guidelines

Required Materials (every day!)

1. A spiral single subject notebook to be used as a journal and kept in class at all times.
2. Loose leaf binder with paper and all handouts and completed work in chronological order. You are expected to take class notes every day. There will be unannounced notebook checks that will count as quizzes.
3. Pens and pencils

4. Scientific calculator 

Start of Class

1. Pick up handouts for the day on the back table as you walk in. They are numbered consecutively.
2. Drop off any paper assignments in the appropriate in box.

3. Collect any graded work from the appropriate class return box.
4. Pick up your journal.
5. Copy down the homework assignment posted on the white side board. It will also be on the web site at http://www.myteacherpages.com/webpages/GFisanick/
6. Copy down the objectives for the day in your notebook.

7. Begin working on the Do Now assignment posted on the white side board in your journal.
8. At the conclusion of the Do Now assignment there will be time to go over questions on the homework, so have them ready.
Late Arrival

Late arrival is defined as arriving to class after the bell. Students coming from the far end of South will be given an extra two minutes to get to class without the late being counted but they still must sign in with the time.

Three late arrivals without a pass get you an automatic detention with Dr. Fisanick for ½ hour immediately after school on a day of her choosing. Practices, games, after school activities, lack of a ride, or jobs are no excuse for missing detention. Missing detention gets you a ROM.
What to do if you are late:
1. Enter silently.

2. Sign in on the late sign-in sheet on the back table with date and time. If you don’t sign in you will be marked as cutting.

3. Clip your pass if you have one to the sign-in board. 
4. Pick up and drop off materials on the back table as needed.

5. Copy down homework assignments.

6. Get to work.

End of Class

1. Complete your “ticket out”. Most days this will be a few sentences summarizing the key points related to the day’s objectives.
2. Wait for Dr. Fisanick to dismiss the class. The bell doesn’t dismiss you, the teacher does. Three rushed dismissals get you an automatic detention with Dr. Fisanick for ½ hour immediately after school on a day of her choosing. Practices, games, after school activities, lack of a ride, or jobs are no excuse for not showing up to detention. Missing detention gets you a ROM.
3. Drop off your journal on the way out.

Homework

1. Expect homework most nights. Homework is a major part of your grade.

2. Homework assignments will be written on the white board and will also be on the website http://www.myteacherpages.com/webpages/GFisanick/ Check it nightly. It is YOUR responsibility to know what the homework assignments are and when they are due. There are no excuses (including absences) for not knowing what the homework assignments are since they will be available on line.
3. Many homework assignments will be done through webassign at http://www.webassign.com/  If you don’t have internet access at home, you can use school computers for the assignments, or use computers at your local public library, or go to a friend’s house. See me if this is a problem.
4. Webassign assignments will be set up to allow you to make multiple submissions so that you can get immediate feedback as to whether your answers are correct or not. You will be expected to correct your mistakes and re-submit your work. Assignments will typically be open for several days so that you can ask questions about problems you are having in class and then complete the assignment. The advantage is that your homework grade can be as high as you want depending on the time you put in to correct your work.
5. Late work past the close out date on the web assignments will not be accepted. The only way around this is to e-mail Dr. Fisanick through the webassign site to request an extension before the due date with a reasonable excuse.
6. Your webassignment status can be checked on the webassign site. Dr. Fisanick’s gradebook including tests, participation grades, labs, etc. will be available online at http://www.teacherease.com/common/Login.asp?toolbarlink=true. To access the gradebook Dr. Fisanick has to have your parent’s e-mail address and assign you a password. If you find a possible error in your grades, e-mail Dr. Fisanick at gfisanick@whrhs.org to request a review.
