Scientific Notation on a TI-30XA

Say you want to do the following division using scientific notation on your calculator

Enter the base number 3.00 first
Hit the EE button

)Enter 8 for the power of 10
Your screen should look like 

The exponent (power of 10) appears in smaller type as a superscript on the far right
Enter the division operator 
Enter 3.10
Hit the EE button
Enter 7 for the power of 10 followed by the “change sign” key + - which is next to the decimal point

The exponent (power of 10) appears in smaller types as a superscript on the far right

)Hit the equal sign
Your screen should look like                 

Unless told to use the correct number of significant figures you can report to 2 decimal places after the decimal point.
To convert from scientific to standard notation hit the yellow 2nd key and then the decimal point key which has a small “FIX” written in yellow above it.
To convert standard notation to scientific notation hit the yellow 2nd key and then the 5 key which has a small SCI written above it in yellow.
