Spring/Summer before Senior Year

> Continue discussing college plans and researching colleges

> Visit colleges and narrow down search

> Start working on resume
Fall of Senior Year

> Meet with Guidance Counselor to discuss “exit plan”


- bring applications (if completed)


- get release form and activity sheet

> Take SAT’s again

> Complete Applications


- paper applications should be turned in to counselor for review


- online applications: let counselor know when complete so other 

  paperwork (i.e. transcripts, essays) can be mailed out

- Essays: most colleges require one; English teachers will revise if asked

> Letters of Recommendation


- 3 is average number needed


- teachers, coaches, counselor, employer


- ask for letters early!!
