Haphazard Hypotheses

1. Observe and discuss the “hypotheses” below and identify the errors. 

Original Statement:
Plant growth may be affected by the color of the light.
· If color of light is related to plant growth then the plant’s that are put under a different color light compare to the one’s who aren’t put under a different colored light have a 30% chance of growing bigger and healthier.

· If the color of light is different then the plant has a 10% better chance of growing high.

· If a group of plants have different colors of light then the plants will have a 40% increase of growth.

· If plants are given different colors and some are not, then there will be a 45% increase of plant growth with the ones than got colored light..

· If plant growth is affected by the color of light, than 92% of the plants will grow well under light and the rest will not.

· If plant growth is effected by the color of light, then plants that grow in colored light will have a higher frequency of life.

· If we use blue lights to grow plants in the plants will grow 35% taller.

2. Now re-write the statement (in green) as a testable, measurable hypothesis using the two methods we have practiced in class. Proof-read what you have written VERY CAREFULLY!!! You should have two statements when you are done.
· If salt is related to soil then most likely 43% of plants are going to be affected by their growth.

· If salt is related to plant growth then 35% of the plants tested are going to be affected.

· If whenever salt is in soil or not then there will be a 37% increase in growth in the salty soiled plant.

· If a subject puts salt into soil and no salt in another than the plant with salt will have a 45% chance that it will be two feet bigger and grow 23% more fruit than the plants that don’t.

· If I write a whole bunch of words or not, and throw in a 65% chance of using punctuation correctly, a 15% chance of spelling errors, and a 40% chance of using correct grammar, then my sentence has only a 15% chance of making sense.
