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Phases of Matter Venn Diagram


1. Can be easily compressed.

2. Can expand or be compressed, but usually only under extreme temperatures and pressures.

3. Can expand to fill the volume of its container.

4. Changes its shape to fit its container.

5. Has a definite shape and volume.

6. Has no definite shape and no definite volume.

7. Has a definite volume, but no definite shape.

8. It is a fluid.

9. Particles are always vibrating.

10. Particles are closely packed.

11. Particles are separated by lots of empty space.

12. Particles can change positions.

13. Particles can move freely and independently in all directions.

14. Particles cannot move from original position.

15. Particles in this phase have relatively high kinetic energy.

16. Particles in this phase have relatively low kinetic energy.

17. Particles must always be touching other particles of the same kind.
