
This is an aerial map view of the location where I will be conducting my moon observations during 5th and 7th periods. 
The blue arrow indicates the observation location and the starting observation direction facing South. The compass rose indicates the other cardinal directions.
[bookmark: _GoBack]There are several buildings that will obstruct our view. The 800 wing will obstruct the view to the East/left up to 25 degrees above the horizon. There are tall oak trees and the 200 wing to the South/front that could obstruct the view to almost 30 degrees above the horizon. The band and chorus bulding might obstruct the view to about 15 degrees above the horizon to the West/right. 
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
