Syllabus Spanish 7

· Present tense: basic conjugations learned in grade 6 and –er and –ir verbs and stem chage and irregular verbs.

· The toolbox: usually a second verb used with the main verb or a special ending (ex: is ____-ing). The tools help to spice up conversation AND are easy to use since you would conjugate the tool verb and the main verb can stay in the infinitive.  Since we learn difficult and irregular conjugations this is an easier approach.  They are given nicknames in English as follows using the infinitive of the verb TO BE:

Note the main verb (to be)in most cases remains in the infinitive
