Reading- This week the students will learn to recognize the sequencing of events, predict and infer as we read Tomas and the Library Lady by Pat Mora.  We will continue our Word Work activities with –l, and –ly, then switch to breaking words into syllables.  The students will also work on their weekly centers involving reading, writing, and word work activities. 


Math- We will continue with Unit 1 which encompasses solving multiplication and division word problems and organizing and analyzing data in various tables and graphs.  We will have an upcoming Unit 1 test that incorporates skills pertaining to class instruction thus far.  As we begin more challenging skills, please make sure your child continues to practice multiplication at home.  


Writing-  In our writers workshop, students have created their own “seed” books.  We are currently working on taking a seed and developing it as a personal narrative.  Students are learning to show, don’t tell, the importance of details.  They are also learning about the importance of a story lead, and hooking their readers.  Please encourage your child by reading their stories with them!   


Science- We will begin our exploration of electricity and magnetism.  Students will use inquiry skills and hands on experiments to learn about magnets, electricity and how they work together.
