Reading- This week the students will learn to draw conclusions as we read By the Shores of Silver Lake by Laura Ingalls Wilder.  We will continue our study of comparative and superlative adjectives with 


–er and –est endings.  The students will also work on their weekly centers involving reading, writing, and word work activities. 


Math- We have just finished the Fluency Unit in math in which students reviewed various strategies for basic multiplication and division facts.  We will now begin Unit 1 which encompasses solving multiplication and division word problems and organizing and analyzing data in various tables and graphs.  As we begin more challenging skills, please make sure your child continues to practice multiplication at home.


Writing-  Writer’s Workshop is now underway!  The fourth graders are learning strategies for writing personal narratives, or true stories they have experienced.  Strategies they can use to brainstorm topics include thinking of a person, place, or thing that matters to them.  We have also discussed and practiced the element of “focus.”  The students should strive to write small seed stories, rather than all about a giant watermelon topic.


Social Studies- North Carolina’s Geography is the focus for Unit 1.  The students are learning about the three regions of NC, including their land, water, and resources.  The students will learn how land, water, culture, and recreation vary from region to region.
