As you know, our schedule has changed a little this
year.

year, and our classes are assigned to tables in the
cafeteria. If you plan to eat lunch with yochild,

please be sure to sign in at the office and to select one
of the new tables at the front entrance to the cafeteria
that have been reserved for parents/guardians and
their children. We have had parents enjoy the
opportunity to dine outside as longs they notify staff
that they are taking their child with them so that we can
remain informed. For safety reasons, no other children
are permitted to be taken outside with parents who
come to eat with their child.

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teachers. Our staff has appreciated the donations you
have made to help add to our educational programs.
