Nevada Day Project
For this Nevada Day you are going to make a packet and brochure explaining the exciting history of Nevada!  All of your written work will be in a packet with the Nevada Map on the front.  Your brochure/ commercial will be created using all of the interesting Nevada history you have discovered.  The goal of the brochure is to bring people to Nevada!  The only catch is…The Las Vegas Strip CANNOT be an attraction.
How to Start:  Browse through the links I have provided for you on the “Nevada Day Hotlist” link.

1. At home: print out “Home Means Nevada” Be prepared to sing this on my

    command!!!!! This will be the second page of the packet (behind the map).

2. Make the map of Nevada.  Include: the counties, cities, bodies of water, mountain

    ranges, and state parks and recreation areas.  Make sure there is a key and a compass

    rose.

3. Make a timeline of Nevada History.  The first date will be October 31st, 1864 the last
    date will be 2009.  There should be at least 20 events on the timeline. List the event 

    and explain the significance of it (i.e.- why did we become a state on that day?  What

    does it have to do with Pre. Lincoln?).
4. Make a chart listing the counties of Nevada, the cities and towns that are in those
    counties, the population of each county and a point of interest for that county.
5. Make a chart listing the Ghost Towns of Nevada.  Where was the Ghost Town- date, 

    population, why was it created and why did it die?

6. Create a list of 20 state symbols and icons of Nevada.  Explain what the symbol is and

    why it was chosen for Nevada (bird, motto, fish, tree, etc)

7. In a chart explain the state/ county/ and city governments.  How are they run? Who are 
    the current elected officials in office (For the state, Clark County, Las Vegas and 

    Henderson)?  What are these elected official’s political viewpoints?  What are they 
    doing to help Nevada?  ***Don’t forget about our Senator!***
8. Explain what the Nevada Test Site is.  What was done there?  What do people want to

    do there now?  Include your personal opinion on the subject of Yucca Mountain.

9. Explain what Area 51 is.  Describe the legends and myths that surround it.  What do

    you believe about Area 51?

10. Create a chart listing and describing 20 points of interest in Nevada.  Where are they, 

    why are they interesting, what can be done there? You CANNOT use anything on or 
    around the Las Vegas strip.
You will turn in this material in a packet form.  The map will be the front page, song will be second and then the rest will go in the order as listed.  Your brochure or commercial will be turned in with the packet on Thursday, Oct. 30th.  It MUST be turned in on that day.  If you are going to be absent, get it in early!
