Installing the US International Keyboard in Windows 


To type the foreign characters in these Internet Activities, use the US International keyboard, which comes with Windows. 

1. Double click on the Control Panel. 

2. Double click on the Keyboard. icon 

3. Click on the Language tab at the top of the window. 

4. If it says EN English United States under the Keyboard heading and United States under the Layout heading, then click on the Properties button. 

5. Click on the down arrow at the end of the Keyboard layout box and select United States–International. Click OK to close the Keyboard layout window. 

6. Click on Apply at the bottom of the Language window. 

The Alt + NumPad input method

An alternative input method that works across all apps and flavors of Windows is to use the Alt key and a number in the numeric pad to the right of the standard keyboard. Don't forget to check that this pad is activated (use the NumLock key)! You simply press Alt, and without releasing it type the number corresponding to the character you want in the numeric pad. These are some of the character codes:

	á - 160
	é - 130
	í - 161
	ó - 162
	ú - 163
	ñ - 164
	¿ -  168




All the special characters are typed in combination with the right–ALT key (hold down the alt key to the right of the space bar while typing a letter): 

· right–alt + a = á 

· right–alt + e = é 

· right–alt + i = í 

· right–alt + o = ó 

· right–alt + u = ú 

· right–alt + n = ñ 

· Shift + right–alt + a = Á 

· Shift + right–alt + e = É 

· Shift + right–alt + i = Í 

· Shift + right–alt + o = Ó 

· Shift + right–alt + u = Ú 

· Shift + right–alt + n = Ñ 

· right–alt + / = ¿ (note: this slash is on the key with the regular question mark) 

· right–alt + 1 = ¡ (note: same key as regular exclamation point) 

Accents and Special Characters in Macintosh OS 



All the special characters are typed in combination with the Option key (hold down the option key while typing a letter, then type the same letter): 

· Option + a, then a = á 

· Option + e, then e = é 

· Option + i, then i = í 

· Option + o, then o = ó 

· Option + u, then u = ú 

· Option + n, then n = ñ 

· Option + a, then Shift + a = À 

· Option + e, then Shift + e = É 

· Option + i, then Shift + i = Í 

· Option + o, then Shift + o = Ó 

· Option + u, then Shift + u = Ú 

· Option + n, then Shift + n = Ñ 

· Option + Shift + / = ¿ (note: this slash is on the key with the regular questions mark) 

· Option + 1 = ¡ (note: the number one is on the key with the regular exclamation point)
