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Notes:
RSS means really simple syndication
An aggregator pulls stuff off the net

For audacity settings:


Move volume to .5


For channels:  the mic only records one thing
Edit – Preferences – Quality:  44100 Hz, 32-bit float, fast sinc, high quality sinc, triangle, triangle

File format  Wav 32 bit float

Read directly from…

Bit rate 128

On volume level, make sure it peaks on -12 & 0

For publishing,  go to file, save project, and export as mp3 file

Assignment #1 -- For your first assignment:

Part 1

1) Record your voice counting from 1 to 10.  Put space in between each number said.
2) Choose the first number—that would be 1--, then go to effects and choose bass boost—change it to 370 and 17

3) Change the second number that you recorded—that would be 2 and change the  pitch  (you should be able to check on “preview” to see how it sounds)
4) For number 3, change the speed
5) #4 change tempo

6) #5  repeat 2 times (you are choosing “repeat”)
7) #6 reverse
8) #7 wahwah

9) #8  gverb (change some of the settings to see what it does)

10) #9 & 10 you choose some effect and see a difference

Save project as “your last name #1”

Then  Export as mp3

Try sending me your audio file (or if it doesn’t work, then we will have to put it on my flash drive)
Part 2

Now record you singing row-row-row your boat.  Just once.  Now you will add a new track, the copy and paste your recording.  Do that twice, so you will have 3 tracks of it.  Move 2 tracks around so that you hear the round.  SAVE project as “your last name ROUND”, then EXPORT as mp3.  You don’t have to send me this one.  But now change it to sound like Alvin and the Chipmunks are singing it—Save that one as “your name Chipmunk Round”, export as mp3, then SEND that one to me.

Assignment #2 –
With your partner, you will record the daily announcements.  Begin with “hello, I’m _____, and here are your daily announcements”  Then end it with “that was your daily announcements.  Thanks for listening.”  
Now you will Add music to  your announcements.  The music at the beginning  and end will be louder than when you are talking.  That means you need to amplify the beginning and ending.  At the end, do a fade out.

Add another track.  Go to File, then Import, then Audio.  Choose a royalty free song and add it.  When you are done, though,  you will probably have to cut it off at the end, and fade out the music.  
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You can go to Edit, Split, to cut it apart.  And then select that one, and delete it.
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To fade out, you choose the envelope tool—


And then you click on the recording to get those little dots, and then move the dots toward the middle.  Experiment to make sure the music doesn’t drown out your speaking.

Save as an mp3 (or WAV) file and send it to me.  Remember, just saving the PROJECT only saves it as an audacity file.  You (or I) can NOT play it.  IN order to play it, it has to be in a playable form…..WAV, or mp3.
