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1.  Import your video file into Movie Maker
2. Use the timeline setting.  Drag the video onto the timeline.
3. If necessary, make any editing cuts.
4. Import audio/music (from the clips that I gave you)
5. On the left under Edit movie, choose to make titles or credits.
6. Add Title at the beginning of movie.  You can change colors if you want, and have some kind of animation.  Make it at least 5 seconds long.
7. At the end of the video, put credits at the end of the movie.  For example:  Your name as the talent, the name of the cameraperson, the name of the person interviewed, and some ending “Thank you for watching”  You can experiment with color if you want.
8. Now you need to insert the picture of the person you are talking about somewhere in your video—you need to cut out your picture and insert the still picture.  At the same time, you have to leave your voice (audio) in place.  You will need to experiment with it.
9. Then drag down the music.  The music will go at the beginning and at the end.  You will have to fade out at the beginning (you don’t want too abrupt of a cut—it just doesn’t sound natural).  Then at the end as you are ending, you need to fade in the music.  Remember you will  have to cut the music to fit.
10. When you have everything finished, you need to go to Finish Movie, and SAVE it to your computer.  You need to give it a name—call it “your name student profile video”.  When you get it saved, it should be in a wmv file.

12. Make sure you save your work in your Y-drive because if for some reason I don’t get your video, then you will have to save it to my flash drive and I will have to look at it that way.
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
