	Right There:  The answer is in the text, usually easy to find.  The words used to make up the questions and words used to answer the questions are Right There in the same sentence or in 2 sentences that are together.
Sample Text:  One day there was…………So, Jack rode a horse to school today!

Question:  What did Jack ride to school today? (a horse)
	Author and You:  The answer is not in the story.  You need to think about what you already know, what the author tells you in the text, and how it fits together.

Sample Text: Martha Canary, known as “Calamity Jane,” often dressed like a man.   She held men’s jobs like Indian scout and freight wagon driver.  She was an excellent aim with that rifle she carried!  Calamity was in Hays City at the same time as “Wild Bill” Hickock.  One story says they were sweethearts.
Question:  What kind of person was “Calamity Jane?”



	Think and Search (Putting it Together): The answer is in the text, but you need to put together different pieces of information to find it.  Words for the question and words for the answer are not found in the same sentence.  They come from different places in the text.

Sample Text:  Several observations and calculations need to be made to identify minerals.  First, you need to determine the Specific Gravity.  This is done by…  The next test is the streak test.  To find the streak…   Another observation is the cleavage of the mineral sample…

Question:  List the observations & calculations needed to identify minerals.
	On My Own:  The answer is not in the text.  You can even answer the question without reading the text.  You need to use your own experience.  Use your prior knowledge.

Sample Text:  Students might be reading a book on Martin Luther King.

Question:  What are the traits of a great leader?
