Introduction:

In order to be able to successfully communicate about the topics we’ll be studying, whether in homework, group work, presentations, quizzes, or on a test, you will need to have a working understanding of the key terms and concepts found in each chapter.  

Some of these terms and concepts will have abstract meaning (i.e. terms and concepts represent ideas or thoughts instead of a material object).  Others will have definitions that are related in some way or will have a different meaning than the one you are use to.

This challenge is designed to help each of you gain a better understanding of the various terms and concepts discussed in our text.  Additionally, this challenge will help foster group approaches to solving common problems and will help you gain confidence in your ability to present information in a large group context.

As part of this challenge, the class will be divided into groups of 2-4.  Each group will be given chapter outline questions that are specific to a particular section of the chapter we are currently studying.  Using these questions as a guide, teams are to work together to develop a way to effectively teach the information from your assigned section to the rest of the class.    

Teams MUST make sure to incorporate activities in your team’s lesson that will…

· help get your students actively involved
· provide a creative way for your students to take notes (ex:  graphic organizer)

· asses what your students have learned after your team has taught your lesson
