Number the groups (families) 1-18 above the top elements in black.
Number the periods 1-7 next to first elements in black.
Label which are the groups and which are the periods.
Write the name of each of the following groups above the number in black.
Group 1          Alkali metals (NOT HYDROGEN)
Group 2          Alkaline earth metal
Group 3-12    (collectively) transition metals
Group13-16   (collectively) other metals, nonmetals, and metalloids

Group 17        Halogens
Group 18        Noble gases
