*better word choice

*add similes, metaphors, personification, flashback, other literary devices

*add imagery

*add transitions

You must have two people look at your paper for editing purposes.

Edit for

*spelling

*variety of sentence beginnings 

*variety of sentence structures

*sentence end punctuation

*commas in compound sentences and starter subordinate clauses

*commas in direct address

*capitalization

*add two semicolons

*any punctuation errors
