Fractional Equation - when a variable appears in the denominator of one, or more than one, of its terms.

To Solve a Fractional Equation:
Clear the equation of fractions by multiplying both of its members by the lowest common denominator for the denominators of the fractions present in the equation.
Remember: 

-
 Denominators must have a value other than zero to have meaning.

- When both members of an equation are multiplied by a variable expression that may represent zero, the resulting equation may not be equivalent to the given equation.  Each solution, therefore, must be checked in the given equation.
