I. Course Objectives
This course has three major objectives: to prepare you for college, to expose you to British literature, and to continue preparation for college entrance exams. My first and foremost goal is to prepare you for college- both in reading analysis, writing, and vocabulary. We will accomplish in multiple ways. You will be writing a major paper each nine weeks and taking it through the writing process. In addition, you will complete timed writings on occasion, but will complete informal writings every day in class from taking notes, to answering questions, to simply constructing sentences. 
You will also be responsible for completing reading assignments for class almost daily. A second objective for this class is to expose you to British literature, and we will take a chronological approach beginning in Old/ Anglo Saxon literature and finishing the year with a postmodern novel written in 1999. 
A third objective of the course is to continue practicing for the SAT/ ACT. To prepare for this exam, you will complete vocabulary assignments nightly, receive quizzes and tests, but also complete vocabulary assignments and projects.

Make-up Work due to absence
Students who have an “excused” absence for any reason are permitted to make-up their work in a timely manner. As soon as you return to school, it is YOUR responsibility to make-up any tests, quizzes, or homework from the day you missed, as well as to turn-in homework that was due on the day you missed. 
Upon your return to school, you must write on the grey clipboard: the day you missed, what test/ quiz/ timed writing, etc. you need to make-up, and which Tuesday (of the two closest to the date you missed) and what time (morning or afternoon), you will be making-up that assignment. No one will make-up an assignment without having written it on the clipboard. If you miss your scheduled Tuesday, 15 points will be deducted from the assignment. Make-up assignments older than two weeks may only be completed for partial credit at your teacher’s discretion. 
Make-up work due to leaving class early
If you have a note to leave class early, you are responsible for both turning-in homework/ projects, etc. the day you leave early, and you are also responsible for completing the next day’s homework. 
Late work
This year I will not be accepting ANY late daily work. For major grades such as projects or papers, I will specify on the assignment sheet what the late policy will be for that assignment.
