What We’re Learning


We will  begin our unit of study on My Five Senses next week. (Touch, Taste, Smell, Sight, and Hearing)


Reading: We are beginning to use emergent readers in our classrooms.  We are introducing simple sight words that the children see each day in our morning messages.


Phonological Awareness:  We will focus on letter Oo as we explore the world “Outside” with our five senses.


Math: Students will make patterns with 2-D and 3-D shapes.  They will use shapes and color words to describe patterns..


Writing: The children will make and post fcolor signs for classroom objects..


Social and Emotional Skills: We will discuss families and make comparisons.  We will also learn to see our community as an extension of family.


Science: Students will learn to identify                 objects by touch and sort objects according              to color.
