If the book you choose is too difficult, or you don’t have time to finish it, you can still tell us what you learned about it at the next meeting.  If you decide you didn’t like the book, tell us that!
Attendance will be taken and members who miss frequent meetings will be asked to let someone else take their place.  Our enrollment is limited to twenty;  it wouldn’t be fair to take a spot you no longer want!
