Counting on the Number Grid

Counting on the number grid will help student develop early addition and subtraction skills as well as number recognition and counting skills.  Just be sure to count one space for the end of each line (going from 10 to 11 is one count).

Examples of Activities to do: (give similar problems to your child to solve)

Counting Up (Addition)

1. Start at 34 count up 5.  What number did you end up on?

2. Start at 19 count up 3.  What number did you end up on?

Counting Back (Subtraction)

1. Start at 9 count back 3 spaces.  What number did you end up on?

2. Start at 87 count back 7.  What number did you end up on?

Give your child lots of chances to practice counting on the number grid.  We will work with the number grid on harder things later and the practice they get now will make it easier for them later.
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
