Guidelines for Administering Medicine

If your child needs to take medicine during school hours, It will be necessary for school personnel to have this medication form on file at the school.

For PRESCRIPTION MEDICINES- medications must be in original labeled container and a written request from the parent for school personnel to give the medication. This 

completed medication form must be on file with the school.

For OVER THE COUNTER MEDICINES- medications must be brought to the office in the original container. There must be a written request from the parent for school personnel to give the medication. This completed medication form must be on file with the school. There should be instructions sent with the medication to state the dosage and directions for administering.
SCHOOL PERSONNEL WILL NOT GIVE OR ADMINSTIER UNLABELD MEDICINES OR MEDICINES THAT ARE LABELED FOR SOMEONE OTHER THAN THE SPECIFIC STUDENT.

ALL MEDICINES (PRESCRIPTIONS OR OVER THE COUNTER) MUST BE BROUGHT TO THE OFFICE AND WILL REMAIN IN THE OFFICE AT ALL TIMES. STUDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO CARRY OR POSSESS MEDICINES AT SCHOOL.

EXCEPTION:  Medications for life threatening situations.
