Course Scope: 

This one-year course is intended to increase mathematical fluency in problem solving, logic, reasoning, and effective communication in the study of patterns, functions, and algebra. This course builds on the concepts of rational and irrational numbers, data analysis, probability, geometry, measurement, spatial relationship, patterns, and algebraic concepts. The use of technology, including calculators and computer software, is an integral part of this course. Students will participate in hands-on activities to develop a deeper understanding of algebraic concepts. This course fulfills one of the mathematics credits required for high school graduation. 

Course Goals: 

1. To understand the structure of the real number system and identify and apply its properties. [NS: 1.7.7, 1.8.1, 1.8.2, 1.8.3, 1.8.6, 1.12.7, 1.12.8, 5.12.1, 5.12.5]

3. To solve and graph linear equations and inequalities using a variety of strategies.

4. To develop critical thinking skills through participation in cooperative problem solving activities based on real world situations. [NS: D] 

5. To apply mathematical reasoning and communication skills to solve problems using algebraic concepts. [NS: B, C] 

6. To formulate mathematical strategies, generalizations, and predictions through oral and written communication using appropriate mathematical language. [NS: A, B] 

7. To reinforce and extend logical reasoning ability using patterns and relationships to analyze mathematical situations. [NS: C, D] 

8. To apply prior knowledge and mathematical modeling to solve interdisciplinary problems. [NS: D] 

9. To incorporate manipulatives, mathematical tools, and technology, including graphing calculators and computer software, as tools for problem-solving. [NS: A, 2.12.6]

A. Testing: Tests and quizzes are to be administered throughout the course of study to determine the individual’s development as well as the effectiveness of the teaching-learning system being employed.  Tests and quizzes will be made up of multiple choice and computation questions similar to those seen on proficiency practice exams.
· Students will be given a quiz after the completion of each chapter and will be given a test following the completion of each unit.  By using this format, students will be given a quiz or test approximately once a week.  We will review for quizzes the day before the quiz, usually with a Jeopardy© - type format, or a format that works best with the class.

· Some projects or activities may take the place of a quiz and may be counted as a quiz grade.
· Tests and Quizzes may be retaken within 1 week of receiving the grade.  Parent signature is required on the quiz/test in order to be retaken.  Quizzes and tests will be made up BEFORE OR AFTER SCHOOL ONLY.
B. Assignments: Students will be given in-class assignments daily and homework assignments nightly.  

· Homework will consist of worksheets and class review sheets.  Homework will cover materials learned in class.

· There may be projects during the year that students will need to work on partially at home.

· Daily assignments not completed in class may be given as homework.
· Homework Detention will be utilized.  If a student is unable to complete homework as assigned, homework detention will be assigned.  Proper notice will be given, and not showing up for homework detention will result in a referral to the dean.

· Please utilize my website, www.myteacherpages.com/webpages/MValiente to keep up on assignments and due dates.
Homework is due on dates given in class.  Late work is accepted, but will receive a reduction in possible points for the assignment.  If assignments are turned in after 2 weeks of the due date, 10% will be deducted.  After this period, 50% will be deducted from the assignment.  Assignments more than 20 school days late WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

** As with all other areas of this course, make-up work and assignments will be subject to IEP modifications and accommodations. **

C. Participation: Students will be expected to take notes on material presented in class and to participate in classroom activities.  In-class activities are abundant, therefore absences are discouraged.  It is extremely important to arrive to class on time and prepared.  Tardiness and frequent absences can impact grades negatively and significantly.  Tardy lockout procedures will be followed.
D. Notebook: Students are to keep a notebook that will be graded occasionally.  Notebook checks will be announced.
E. Agenda/Planner:  Students will be graded on use of the school planner.  The planner is used for hall passes, notes home, and to keep track of assignments.  Students are expected to write the objective in their planner daily.  Agenda checks will also be conducted and announced.
F. Writing Requirements:  Correct grammar usage and accurate spelling are important in all course areas.  Students will put into practice writing techniques that they have developed in their English classes.  Evaluation will follow IEP guidelines.
G. Technology: Students will utilize the internet throughout the year for research, MySkillsTutor activities, and other various activities.  Students are expected to follow the computer use guidelines while in class.  Failure to follow these will result in termination of ability to use computers at school, as well as possible detention and/or dean’s referral.
