May Oral Language Development
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Mini Animal Report      
For oral language development this month, each child will present a mini oral report on a favorite animal. The report should be at least 2 minutes in length but no longer than 5 minutes. Please help your child prepare for the report in the following manner:
1. Choose one animal.

2. Gather information about your animal from books, magazines or the internet.

3. Incorporate in your presentation where the animal lives, what it eats, how it reproduces (eggs, live birth etc.), type of body covering and any other interesting facts.

4. Include what the animal looks like (color, number of legs, type of feet, length of tail, kind of ears…) The purpose is to have your child use as many adjectives (describing words) as possible.

Your child should be able to speak in a loud, clear voice and with audience eye contact. The information must be memorized, not read from notes. The title should be included in the introduction. To add interest, your child may bring one prop, book or wear appropriate character clothing.
