Analysis:  Describe the work in terms of the elements and principles of design.  What kind of clay, glaze and firing method is used?








Interpretation:  Give meaning to the work of art.  Which clues are given to evoke a feeling or is this piece functional.  Write a paragraph interpreting what you see.








Judgement:  Write one closing statement describing the strengths or weaknesses of this artwork.  If functional, does it ‘work’?
