Elements of Media
Syllabus
Overview of Program
Our visual arts program is a four year intensive program with Design, Drawing and Studio classes which include painting, photography, printmaking, jewelry, sculpture and ceramics.  Our students take foundation classes their freshman and sophomore year and specialize in 2D or 3D studios their junior and senior year as well as their AP art classes.  Our classes meet for 80 minutes, every other day, and students are expected to work before and after school as needed to complete their work in a timely manner. 
Course Description
Intro to Studio is a rotating entry-level class that will focus on thematic idea development as well as technical introductions to the specific studios you will be offered at ARTS.  You will be introduced to painting, photography, printmaking, jewelry, ceramics and sculpture. 
Objectives
Visual literacy
Problem solving through use of a variety of media
Journaling
Sketchbook work for idea development and investigation
Technology as a creative tool
Development of a single concept into a series
Written analysis of artwork
Skill Development
Ceramics/Sculpture
Students will be able to create a slab piece that is influenced by their object and will need to incorporate texture in the surface of their container.  The sculpture portion of this section will be a three dimensional interpretation of the object. 
Photography
Students will construct a pinhole camera and use it to create photographs in the darkroom. They will explore darkroom techniques and work with Photoshop. Students will create a sound design and work with sound/image concepts.
Jewelry 
Students will be able to create wearable art  in the form of a ring, bracelet, pendant or pin. They will be able to use the torch and basic jewelry tools. Designs will begin the process of abstraction from a two dimensional drawing of their found object to a three dimensional work of art.
Printmaking 
Students will be able to produce a linotype using basic printmaking tools and processes basic to the production of prints.  Students will interpret texture, shape and space in their designs.
Painting 
Students will be able to produce paintings about their found object using watercolor and acrylic paints. They will be able to mix colors to create specific effects and to organize a cohesive composition.
Course Requirements
Students are required to keep an Elements of Media binder. 
The binder will include:
-Small 5 x 7 sketchbook
-Pencil pouch with mark making tools, eraser, etc.
-flash drive
-notes, handouts describing techniques, vocabulary, etc.
Students must have their binder in class everyday.  In class storage is available.
Students will attend two gallery exhibits (one on campus) and write a one page review using the outline/format provided in their binder. Students will participate in a culminating exhibit of ephemera, completed works of art, look books, process works, etc. This class is an investigation itself. Any assignments or goals may change to fit the needs and interests of the class. Each year will be tailored to the interests of the students.
Reviews
You will be required to write reviews in this class.  You are required to write two reviews every six weeks.  One review needs to be written about an exhibit at school including the opening reception and the second review will be from an outside museum or gallery.
