Global Economics Presentation
One sentence summary:  Student groups will make presentation dealing with the economic factors that allow a country or state to succeed and flourish.
Steps
1. Students will form groups and pick an area to present.
2. Students will research the area using viable websites.
3. Students will examine which factors of production and which resources are necessary to allow for an efficient/productive economy.
4. Students will answer questions about how global poverty and governmental actions help lead to cultures/societies that can sustain the population. 
5. Students will explain how factors such as:
a. Total population
i. urban population
ii. rural population
iii. population transition
b. per capita GDP
c. employment trends- industry, service, unemployment
d. % of population farming
i. technology (knowledge)
ii. specialization and division of labor
iii. economies of scale
iv. organization and resource allocation
v. human capital (education and health)
e. life expectancy
i. prevalence of infectious diseases
f. population trends (totals)
i. % under 15
ii. % over 60
g. political systems
h. governmental system
i. governmental stability 
j. literacy rate 
k. education rates (average years in school)
l. HDI
· Lead to an economic output. (higher standard of living, lower poverty rate)

Presentation
1. Group presentation
a. 40 minute total- 10 minutes per group member.
b. Visual presentation
i. Power point- 6 slides, 6 bullets, 6 words
ii. 8 visuals- pictures, graphs, maps (country in presentation)
2. Presentation criteria
a. Presentation skills
i. Speaks with confidence and clarity
ii. Comprehensive understanding of material being taught
iii. Introduction and conclusion allow listener to follow presentation easily
iv. Can answer all questions from the class and teacher
b. Presentation includes all criteria
i. 1 through 5 (A through L)
c. Each member hands in a print out of power point and a works cited page
d. Each student uses valid websites to do research (.org or .edu)
