Strict constructionists- led by Thomas Jefferson, continued to argue the Anti-Federalist position from the ratification period.

Liberal constructionists- led by Alexander Hamilton, had led the fight to adopt the Constitution.

Direct tax- is one that must be paid by the person whom it is imposed
Indirect tax- is one that must be paid by one person by then passes on to another.
Commerce power- the power of congress to regulate interstate and foreign trade

Legal tender – is any kind of money that is a creditor must be by law accept in payment for debts

Bankruptcy- is the legal proceeding in which the bankrupt’s assets are distributed among those to whom a debt is owned.

Copyright- is the exclusive right of an author to reproduce, publish, and sell his or her creative work. 

Patent- grants a person the sole right to manufacture, use, sell “any now and use art, machine, manufacture, ore composition of matter, ore any new and useful improvement thereof”

Eminent domain- the inherent power to take private property for public use
Necessary and proper Clause- is a dramatically important part of the constitution.

Impeach- bring charges.
