Section 1

Isolationism- purposeful refusal to become generally involved in the affairs of the rest of the world.

Foreign Policy- many different policies on many different topics.

Section 2

Right of legation- the right to send and receive diplomatic representatives.

Ambassador- personal representation of the president of the united states.

Passport- certificate issued by a government to its citizens who travel or live abroad.

Visa- is a permit to enter another state and must be obtained from the country one wishes to enter.

Diplomatic immunity- person is not subject to the laws of the state to which they are accredited.

Draft- conscription, compulsory military service- was a major source of military man power.

Section 4

Collective security- what most Americans looked to the principles of  to keep peace after war world one.
Deterrence- is the policy of making America and its allied so militarily strong that its deter will keep anyone from attacking.

Containment- policy that America followed from the mid-1947 on through the 1980’s.

Section 5

Foreign aid- economic and military aid to other countries.

Regional security alliance- mutual defense treaties built on over the past five decades.

UN Security council- made up of 15 members, major responsibility is to remain world peace.
