American Government Chapter 19 terms
Bill of Rights- first ten amendments to the Constitution.

Civil Liberties – guarantees of the safety or persons, opinions, and property from the arbitrary acts of the government.

Civil Rights – refers to positive acts of government that seek to make constitutional guarantees a reality for all people.

Aliens – foreign born residents, noncitizens.

Due Process Clause - the 14th Amendment says: “no state shall … deprive any person of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law.. “

Establishment Clause – part of the 1st amendment prohibiting either the establishment of a religion or the sanctioning of an existing religion by the government.

Free Exercise Clause – guarantees to each person the right to believe whatever that person chooses to believe in matters of religion.

Libel – the false and malicious use of printed words.
Slander – is such use of spoken words.

Shield Laws- these laws give reporters some protection against having to disclose their sources of reveal other confidential information in legal proceedings in those States.

Symbolic Speech – a person can say something with a facial expression or a shrug of the shoulders, or by carrying a sign or wearing an arm band.

Picketing – involves patrolling of business site by workers who are on strike.

Espionage – is the practice of spying for a foreign power.

Sabotage – involves an act of destruction intended to hinder a nation’s war of defense effort.

Treason – is defined in the Constitution in Article III, Section 3. It can consist only in levying war against the nation or supporting its enemies.

Sedition – is the incitement of resistance to lawful authority.
