Chapter 2 (government)
Limited Government- describes above was deeply rooted in English belief and practice by the time the first English ships reached the Americas.

Representative Government- system of government in which policies are made by officials who are selected by the voters and held accountable to them in periodic elections

Magna Carta- The Great Charter establishing the principle that the power of the monarchy was not absolute in England

Petition Of Right- Limited the King’s power by demanding the that the king not imprison political critics without trial by jury; not declare martial law, or rule by the military, during peactime, nor require people to shelter troops without homeowner’s consent. 

English Bill of Rights- prohibited a standing army in peacetime, except with the consent Parliament, and required that all parliamentary elections be free.

Charter- A written grant of authority from the kking

Bicameral (two house) an adjective, describing a legislative body of 2 houses.

Unicameral- one house

Albany Plan of Union- Plan put forward by Benjamin Franklin in 1754 that aimed at uniting the 13 colonies for trade, military, and other purposes.

Boycott- a refusal to buy or sell- English goods

Popular Sovereignty- the new constitutions were bases on this.

Ratification- formal approval 

Articles Of Confederation- established “a firm league of friendship” among the states. 

Framers- The group came together in 1787 to draft the constitution of the United States

Virginia Plan- Called for a new government with three separate branches: legislative, executive, and judicial. 
New Jersey Plan- An alternative to the Virginia Plan offered at the Constitutional Convention of 1787, differing chiefy in the matter of how states should be represented in congress. 

Connecticut Compromise- it was agreed that Congree should be composed of two houses. 

Three Fifths Compromises- “free person” should be counted so should three fifths of all other persons. 

Commerce and Slave Trade Compromise- Congress was forbidden the power to tax exports of goods from any State.

Federalists- who favored ratification

Anti-Federalists- who opposed it
