1. To help insure success, it is recommended that each student acquire and bring to class daily the following:  

 One 2 gigabyte USB flash drive 

 One binder (either a 1” flexible or will share a 2” or greater with other classes) 

 Six dividers for my class alone. They should be labeled: 

1. Historic Events 

2. Key Terms 

3. Historic Time Lines 

4. Biographical Summaries 

5. Chapter Summaries 

6. Current Events 

 Index cards, highlighter, colored pencils, white-out pen, small stapler, #2 pencils, pens (blue and black), 

loose-leaf paper, and 10 Sheet protectors 

2. When you arrive in class, you will take your assigned seat and begin working on your warm up exercise from the 

board. 

3. Gum, candy, food and/or beverages are not permitted in class. 

4. At no time will a student take, or even touch anything belonging to another person without obtaining permission 

first. This includes items on the teacher’s desk and in the classroom. 

5. The bell at the end of class DOES NOT dismiss you. You will be dismissed by the teacher when your work space 

is neat and clean, all books and materials are returned to the appropriate places and textbooks are place under your 

seat, not on the desk or floor. 

6. Grades are determined by: tests, quizzes, class work, homework, projects, presentations and class participation.

It is the student's responsibility to get the assignments off the board if 

they are absent. Students are reminded to write all assignments in their agenda books daily, and projects due dates 

are to be entered in the calendar. To increase student self-discipline, responsibility and independence, I WILL 

NOT accept late assignments. 

7. In doing any assigned work, a complete heading (name, date, period) will be required to be placed in the upper 

right hand corner of your paper unless you are otherwise directed. 

8. You will be given ample notices of your tests. Both announced and pop quizzes will be given. There will be 

specific dates in which your assignments are expected to be completed. 

9. “Respect” and “courtesy” are two of the most important words to be remembered. Respect and courtesy are 

expected to be displayed at all times. When someone is speaking, whether it is the teacher or a student, you are to 

be quiet and attentive. To speak and participate in class, you are to raise your hand and wait to be called upon. In 

order for all students to have the best testing situation possible it is required that there be no communication of 

any type (verbal, as well as nonverbal) during the test. It is the teacher who determines when the test/quiz is over. 

If you finish your test/quiz before time is called, you may take this time for silent reading/homework. Violation of 

this rule will result in an automatic zero.
